Following on from my email on this matter dated 26th May, I understand that in some cases school based Catering staff have volunteered to work in the kitchen for no pay


on the day. Whilst this is very commendable and understandable from a team working viewpoint unfortunately it does not change the position re Insurance nor does it absolve Catering of their legal responsibilities. There has to be a named ‘Responsible Person’ incase of accidents or damage to equipment. For a person in this position to be covered, they would need to be employed by catering on the day.





Catering have sole rights for any catering in kitchens but along with these rights come sole responsibility for kitchen equipment, Hygiene and Health and Safety.  This being the case, either one of the school based Catering Staff will need to be employed and paid for on the day or if school based staff still all wish to work on a voluntary basis, Catering will need to send a mobile in to fulfill the Responsible Person role.’

Use of School Kitchens


All Schools / Parents Councils have been advised of Stirling Council Policy on the ‘Use of School Kitchens’. This means that any event, including school run events e.g. Open Afternoons / P7 Leavers etc will require a member of Stirling Council catering staff to work at the event.  Obviously this then incurs a cost for which there is no budget and the impact will be that in future events will run without refreshments or be reduced to paper plates/cups and thermos flasks.





An outline of this policy is contained in the content of this e-mail received on May 26th and followed up on 3rd June:





School Kitchens


‘As our Catering have sole catering rights and responsibilities in their kitchens, no one should enter kitchens or make any attempt to use the kitchen area without following the correct procedure which is as follows:  





























Apply for a Let of the kitchen in the normal way, stating what use you intend to make of it bearing in mind that use of cookers freezers etc is not normally allowed, dishwashers may be used under supervision.  When a Let is accepted for a kitchen, part of the conditions for granting it is that a member of Catering


Staff will be on duty for the duration of the Let.  This gives you someone with full training and familiarity in all areas of Kitchen working and qualified in the Health and Hygiene practices required by Safety and Statute.  It also ensures that the kitchen is left in a safe and secure condition for the preparation of food for the school children when the Let is over.





Failure to follow this procedure, apart from the obvious risks from and to, untrained, albeit willing people and to the visitors on the day, will result in the necessity for Catering Staff to be employed to do a complete Hygienic kitchen clean. 





Following the issue of this email, this cost would be passed to the school in the event of any occurrence of unauthorised use.
