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P1/2 Maths Week

P2/3 Maths Week


P2/3 have been learning about measure in maths week. 


We have been measuring the length of the tables, pencils and lines in the playground using straws, our feet, our hands, paper clips, string, sticks and cubes. We used a 2 pan balance to measure weight. We measured capacity using spoons, cups and jugs.
