It is also the last year the report will show 5-14 attainment data for our school. 5-14 assessments are no longer used to report on 5-14 levels and are no longer reported on at local or national level.  Frameworks for assessment are currently being agreed at school / authority level.  For session ending June 2010 our attainment results were:


         Reading 97% 


         Writing 90%  


         Maths 88%


The results reflect those children in P3, 4, 6 and 7 who achieved the ‘expected level’ at the appropriate age/stage.





The data does not reflect our value added information which reflects those children across the school P1-7 who have achieved ‘above the expected level’ in Reading, Writing and Maths.
