Minutes of last meeting: To be added Thank you to Boquhan Estates for donating the Christmas Tree for the school hall.

Treasurer’s Report: Bank Balance-£2,978.59. Petty cash £38.25.
Spend of Money raised. As discussed at the previous meeting it was agreed to donate £1,300 to the school for the Active Maths resource. It was also agreed that not discision would be made on the amount to be donated for work on the school grounds until the result of the grant application that school had applied for was known. (They have applied for £10,000). 

On several occassions there has been a need to spend small amonts of money between meetings eg for the new Boom Box for the school hall. It was agreed that the Office Bearers could make decisions on ad hoc matters under £50, without the matter being discussed at a parent council meeting.  
£500 allocated already for class projects (£100 per class)

 Donation to P7 leaver’s party and presents already allocated.

Head Teachers Report (by Mrs. Logan for Mrs. Cassidy)
Classes for next school year. The final number of children on the roll has not been finalised but could possibly be 109. If this is the case P7 will be a class on their own and the remainder of classes will be composite. Teachers have not been allocated classes yet. Due to budget cuts and a strict staffing formula staffing will be reduced by 2.5 days and there will be no principal teacher time. Mrs. Mier is on maternity leave but the school will only be funded for 2.5 days/week instead of 5 from August 2011. It is likely that when Mrs.Mier returns a full time member of staff (ie working 5 days/week) will be redeployed to another school with a vacancy and a part time teacher allocated to Kippen for 2.5 days/week, the short fall will be met by one of the job share part time principal teachers.  
The council have announced that there will be no specialist art teachers in any primary schools next year due to budget cuts.

Active Expression. Mrs Logan gave us a demonstration. The school have managed to purchase at a very reasonable cost 33 hand sets and 1 hub. In order to maximise the use of the hand sets another hub is needed. It was agreed that the parent council would donate the £50 required to purchase this. Mrs.Logan explained that the pupil council and eco team would be looking to raise money to buy some more hand sets possibly through collecting old mobile phones.

Mrs.Logan agreed to buy the refreshments for sports day again this year.  

Safe Routes to School Group

Nobody has volunteered to take this over from Angie; therefore the group is on hold until there are volunteers to take this forward.
Grounds Group 

One meeting has been held and a further meeting is planned for 1st April. Quotes are being obtained for the plans that have been drawn up. School are waiting news their grant application.  Work will probably start with small projects such as an edible hedge and some large tyres for playing on.
