Fundraising / Events:
It was agreed that fund-raising for one thing would be good as we would then know what we are aimimg for.

Suggestions were the development of the school grounds and the Active Maths system to enhance the maths curriculum. 
The designs for the school grounds that have been drawn up are very ambitious and need costing. Unfortunately Miss Paterson is off sick at present so no details are available. There is also an ongoing problem with vandalism in the school grounds.
As part of the school improvement plan the staff are looking for ways to raise attainmemt in maths. Mrs.Street imformed the meeting that the staff will be looking to see if The Active Maths resource is suitable for the school.

The wider parent body will need to be consulted as both would cost over £1000 to keep in line with our constitution.

Preparations are underway for the Hallowe’en disco organised by Pauline this will take place on Thursday 28th October.

Breakfast Club
Since the previous meeting on 12th May 2010 the financial situation of the breakfast club is believed to have improved by £950. The breakfast club committee are waiting for Stirling Council to clarify this. This has been achieved by fund raising and the loss of the assistant helper.
Since May breakfast club has been running with one member of staff and a parent’s rota. Mrs Cassidy has advertised for an extra member of staff but nobody has applied.Fund-raising has also been undertaken to reduce the deficit. 
Gargunnock breakfast club runs with one member of staff and a parent rota and it was felt that there might be potential for this to happen with our breakfast club. 

Margaret and David both have children nearing the end of their time in primary school, so parents of children lower down the school need to be encouraged to be involved in the breakfast club.
