4. Christmas Events
Thank you to the parents that organised the concert. £1300 was raised. There was a great response from those who attended. Issues to be considered in future will be charging for performers. It would be good if it became an annual event.
The Christmas Parties were a great success. Thank you to Elma for organising. The raffles raised £317.
The Christmas cards were beautiful and well received. The total raised from them was £250. 
A thank you should also be given to the staff for the help and support they gave to the Christmas events by preparing the children for the concert and for their help the making of the Christmas cards.
5. Treasurer’s Report:
Once all the money from the Christmas Events has been banked there will be over £3,000 in the account.
Spend of Money raised.

Following the results the parent/carers questionaire (see attached sheet) it was felt that money should be spent mainly on educational resources and the grounds.

One suggestion from the questionaire was that each class teacher should be given £100 per year to spend on their class for trips, theatre workshops etc. This was agreed by those present.

We were then shown a video by Miss Martin that P4/5 class had made. They are hoping to put on a production in the village hall and are interested in having a drama workshop. Miss Martin has costed this and it will cost £200. This is going to be an enterprise project. It was agreed that Miss Martin’s class would be the first to benefit from £100 from the parent council. The parent council would also donate them £100 which P4/5 would repay when they finish the project.  
With the view of developing the grounds it was decided to form a grounds group and to hold a meeting with Miss Paterson to move forward with the plans that the school have. The school themselves have applied for a grant through Awards for All, so the amount given by the parent council will not be decided until the result of that grant aplication is known but it was felt it should be similar to that given for eductional resources. It is felt that this is a long term project and needs to be broken down into stages.
The school will know with in the next week whether they will be investing in the new Active Maths resource. Eventually there will be 3 stages to this resource, so far the first stage is available. It will cost £1300 per stage. In line with the Parent Council consitution to spend over £1000 the wider parent body needs to be consulted; with this in mind spend of money raised will be added to the next adgenda which will give time to inform parents that this will be discussed. 
School are also interesting another 100 square at a cost of £250.
